Montparnasse Tower

• Montparnasse Tower is a 210-metre 
(689 ft) office skyscraper.

• From the Montparnasse Tower 
Panoramic Observation Deck you can 
admire all the monuments that make 
Paris the most beautiful city in the 
world.



Montmartre • Montmartre is a 130m high hill in the 
north of Paris and gives its name to 
the surrounding district. 

• Many artists had studios or worked 
around the community of Montmartre 
such as Salvador Dalí, Amedeo 
Modigliani, Claude Monet, Piet 
Mondrian, Pablo Picasso and Vincent 
van Gogh. 



Le Sacre Coeur
• Close to the Montmartre area, the late 

nineteenth-century basilica is one of 
the city's most iconic and instantly-
recognizable structures and is 
necessarily included in the top 10 
recommendations for what to see in 
Paris on a first trip.



Disneyland Paris
 Disneyland Paris Theme Park 

includes 29 major shows, rides 
and ride through adventures, 36 
theme shops, 30 theme 
restaurants and snack facilities.  



Stade de France
 Le Stade de France is France’s 

national stadium with a seating 
capacity of over 80,000.

 France defeated Brasil 3–0 in 
the 1998 FIFA World Cup 
Final contested at the stadium. It 
will also host the opening and 
closing ceremonies and the 
athletics events at the 2024 
Summer Olympics.



Seine River boat trip  Take in some of Paris' most famed 
sights and attractions on the banks 
of the river including Notre Dame 
Cathedral, the Musee d'Orsay, the 
Eiffel Tower and the Louvre.
